This scholarship is available to graduating high school students or within four years of
earning a high school diploma or GED. Applicant must be a resident of New Jersey and
must also be a citizen of the United States on the date that the application is submitted.

All applications must be sent to your local New Jersey Elks Lodge and postmarked
between March 5, 2026 & May 12, 2026 for the 2026-27 academic year.
